· We want this to be a magical, expansive start to the concert. This song needs to be sung with beautiful clear tone and precise diction- think newsreader or Mary Poppins. Phrases should be smooth and long vowels well supported.


· There are some really tricky leaps and intervals in this song so take it slowly- we would advise starting this song early in your preparation.


· [bookmark: _gjdgxs]Please take extra care to learn the correct melody in the phrase endings at bars 19/20 (come to you), 27/28 (dreamers do), 40 (sees you through) and 43/44 (dream comes true). Please take care to place the notes rather than slide to them.


· We will take this song quite slowly but with lots of tempo swells/rubato- please get the children used to watching the conductor for note endings etc. Practice at different speeds so the children can be flexible when it comes to the rehearsal days.
